THE BILL FOR AMBULANCE DRIVERS IN A COUNTY W/A POPULATION UNDER 10,000 – WANT TO HAVE 911 BE INVOLVED WITH SENATE BILL 212
911 FEE REDUCTION INTRODUCED BY SENATOR CARMICHAEL DOESN’T SEE IT GOING ANYWHERE AS IT HASN’T HAD A HEARING AT THIE TIME, JOHN MONROE ISNT AWARE OF ANYONE BEING IN SUPPORT OF THIS EITHER
